Words to Practice

Remember when you are practicing “-er” words you want to sound like you are from Tuscola rather than Brooklyn.  

There is very little mouth movement when producing the “-er” combination.  Make sure your lips are spread and the back of your tongue is pulled back and lifted towards the roof of your mouth.

Practice the words by themselves and then put them into sentences.  Have Mom or Dad help you listen for the correct sound.
